Main Point 
 
God calls His people to live with justice, mercy, and humility as a reflection of His character in everyday 
life. 
 
Part 1: Master Teacher (10 Minutes) 
 
Introduction  
 
What does it look like to live out your faith in a way that others can clearly see? 
 
God’s desire is not just outward actions but transformed hearts that reflect Him. 
 
Biblical Teaching 
 
1. God Desires the Heart Not Ritual (v. 6-7) 

• External actions are not enough. 
• God values sincerity. 
• True faith begins internally. 

2. Act Justly in Relationships (v. 8) 
• Justice reflects God’s character. 
• Believers pursue what is right. 
• Relationships are shaped by truth. 

3. Love Mercy and Walk Humbly (v. 8) 
• Mercy reflects compassion. 
• Humility reflects dependence on God. 
• These qualities define Christlike living. 

 
Takeaway 
 
A life marked by justice, mercy, and humility reflects God and creates opportunities for others to see Him.

2. Acting Justly in Relationships 
• What does it mean to act justly? 
• How can you pursue what is right in relationships? 
• Where is God calling you to live with integrity? 

3. Loving Mercy Daily 
• What does mercy look like in everyday life? 
• Why is mercy sometimes difficult? 
• Who needs mercy from you this week? 

4. Walking Humbly with God 
• What does humility look like in daily life? 
• How does humility shape relationships? 
• How can your life reflect God more clearly?

When we walk humbly with God, our lives reflect His character in ways that impact everyone around us.
